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Dear Comrades, dear friends,

In the Hungarian village I am coming from, my comrades ask me everyday: is there any sense, any real sense to continue our fight against capitalism or it would be better to give up? Is there anybody we can go together and fight with or are we really alone, absolutely alone?

Now, when I go home, I can tell my comrades: we are not alone! Today I met here new friends, communists, and people of strong belief, people, who really want to fight. 

I am only a teacher from a village, I am not rich, but today I became richer. We learn a lot from you, all of you who are here. Your experience and fight give to us more confidence, more belief, and more energy to continue our struggle at home. Thank you for the invitation of the Workers’ Party of Belgium.

Comrades,

It is the second time the Hungarian Workers’ Party takes part in the International Communist Seminar of Brussels. But it is the very last time, we are participating under this name. In the near future we want to change our name. Our new name will be: Hungarian Communist Workers’ Party.

Why did we decide it? Because, the situation is changing. And the situation is changing to our favour. 

I see in your eyes, you say: you are exaggerating. No, comrades, I am not exaggerating. It is true that we are living in capitalism. And tomorrow we will also wake up in capitalism. It is true that the international communists movement has not passed the crisis yet. But at the same time things are changing, and it is also true.

15 years have passed since 1990. 15 years ago the change of social-political system took place in Hungary and in Eastern Europe, generally. But let us say frankly and definitely: it was a counter-revolution.

It was a counterrevolution because its main aim was not to bring a better life to people - as social democrats and their liberal friends try to convince us. Its real aim was to liquidate the economic basis of socialism and its political structure. 

And indeed, the capitalists have done it. The Hungarian economy has been privatised. The overwhelming majority of banks, factories belong to the multinational capital. We have sold our soul to the European Union and the NATO. Now we are a country without economic independence, a country without army and sovereign foreign policy.

During these 15 years the situation has changed. There is no revolutionary situation in Hungary, but you can see agricultural producers, going out on the streets. You can see people, demonstrating against the privatisation of hospitals. You can see people, protesting against capitalist exploitation, unemployment, and social injustice. There has not been anything similar a decade ago.

There is not any revolutionary situation in Hungary. We cannot take the power yet, but we understand what we have lost. A people begin to understand what they did have lost.

In socialism the power belonged to the workers, to the working people generally. The government belonged to the workers and that is why the workers decided how to divide the national income of the country. And that is why health care system was free of charge in socialism. That is why millions of people got the chance to learn and to get knowledge.

15 years ago capitalists took away the power from the workers. Now there is not any worker in the government, not even in the parliament.  That is why workers have no more possibility to decide how to use the national income. That is why now we should pay for education, hospitals, for everything.

Workers and working people begin to understand it, and it gives us confidence to continue our fight. We are fare from victory yet, but we have entered this way, and we should believe we would win.

Friends,

We are convinced we can do a lot of even today.

We propose the effective cooperation of the Communists parties of Europe. Allow me some concrete remarks.

1. Some of us say we should not divide the Left movement. Comrades, the European Left movement has been already clearly divided. What can we see? There are social-democratic parties, which call themselves Left parties, on one hand, and other Left parties, on the other hand. 

The social democracy has gone to the right, to liberalism. Now we have nothing to do to with social democrats, absolutely nothing, neither in Hungary, nor in Europe. 

Let’s take the Left parties. There are parties, which want to fill the place the social democrats have left. They try to use the possibilities of the European Union. They concentrate their efforts first of all on intellectuals. What is the result? These parties can achieve serious positions, but they are giving up step by step their communist ideals. They speak about modern communism, new left etc, but they accept capitalism and their only policy is how to be adapted to capitalist circumstances, how to get to the capitalist institutions. 

But there are parties, which have not given up their communist ideals and do want to fight against capitalism. We should be open to all Left movements and parties, but we must strengthen our unity as communists, not generally left, but communists.

2. Who is a communist? 

It is not enough to say that my heart is on the Left side. Most of the people have their heart on the left side, but they are not communists.

We are communists if we fight against capitalism. We should know: there will be no Socialism without fighting against Capitalism. Capitalists will never give us power and property. 

Who should decide who is communist? We think we ourselves should decide who we are, nobody has the right to say you are one is communist, the other is not.

3. Our past, the history of our movement is important, but not the most important. The socialist society of the future will be – no doubt – different from those we used to live in for 45 years in Eastern Europe. But it will be – no doubt – socialism, the power of working people.

In our fight for future socialism our main task is to remain on Marxist and communists positions. 

3. We should defend our communist ideals. Now there is an overall attack on communists in the world. The capitalist forces are attacking us on all fronts, political, economical, ideological, and legal.

During the last months we faced a strong attack against the political line of our party. There are forces that want to give up the Communist character of our party and dissolve the party in different social movements and forums. The final result of their activity would be the loss of the sovereignty of our party. 

I can tell you: The Hungarian Workers’ Party will remain the political party of the Hungarian workers, peasants, and other labourers, and we will not become a party of the middle classes as it was indicated from outside and proposed by our internal opposition. We will intensify our work in the working class, as it is said in the General Resolution of our Seminar, too.

The Hungarian Workers’ Party will remain a Communist party, and will not change into a party without clear Marxist ideology.

The Hungarian Workers’ Party will remain a disciplined, well-organised Communist party, and we will not allow turning the party into some kind of network without any obligatory discipline.

The Hungarian Workers’ Party will remain a consequent national party and we will not allow any interference into our internal affairs. 

The Hungarian Workers’ Party will remain an internationalist party. We were the single political party in Hungary to oppose the NATO-aggression against Yugoslavia, and now we are the only party in Hungary, which supports the fight of the Balkan communists. We are the single political party, opposing the US-blockade against Cuba.

Comrades, we support the proposed General Resolution of the International Communist Seminar.  We ask you to add one more sentence: “We express our solidarity with the communist parties in Central and Eastern Europe, fighting against capitalism.”
