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The Iraqi people’s resistance forces anti-war movement to discuss about military opposition to the imperialist aggressions. Social and political movements of occidental left often give negative or no significative answers to the pricks received from Palestinian and Iraqi.

It is necessary to discuss about people's self-determination and about forces that oppose or resist imperialism, considering what happens in Iraqi, Palestine and putting them in the international contest where there are also other forces moving in the same direction, in Latin America, Asia, Africa and - in different way - in Europe.

Contradiction between imperialism and oppressed people, colonialism and liberation war is more important than social movements and classes forces can understand, in western countries. They don't understand the priority to fight against imperialism.

The global competition process among imperialist centres brings to desegregation and annexation processes of weak states, new colonisation of some areas, regional wars with global effects, violent limits on people's self determination won through to decennial ant colonialist fights.

TENDENCY TOWARDS WAR
The progressive and popular forces, mainly those that defend an anti-imperialist point of view, can’t limit themselves to ask for peace. The conflicts between diverse imperialist poles and the tendencies of those to intervene with all their means in every area of the world gives birth to a permanent tension that creates always greater regional conflicts, and in the long run will throw the planet into a global war. To ask the people envolved in conflict to commit to “non-violence” and to disarmament would bring about their defeat. There is an urgency for a mass “cultural” struggle on an anti-imperialist ground. We need to reinforce the convinction that: “A people that oppresses another will never be free”. We need to spread the conviction that the fate of the ones that oppose global capitalism in the metropolis and in the suburbs are intertwined. It is a single battle to win together to put an end to the cause of this increasing inhuman social system. 

DEFEND THE PEOPLE’S SELF-DETERMINATION

The forces that oppose or resist imperialism are not “homogenous” as in the past decades. Religious, ethnic, chauvinist forces have entered into the scene imposing their hegemony on the forces that historically have united national liberation projects with socialist transformation. This even for responsibility of the western left that has abandoned international solidarity towards the movements that in the areas of conflict continue to defend a socialist and anti-capitalist prospective in the struggle towards national liberation. It is emblematic how the Palestinian leftist political forces were not sustained by the European leftist parties. The battle to defence from oppression and imperialist exploitment and for the conquest of self-determination is central to a global resistance. The opposition in the dependent and dominated countries is not a left over from the past remainder but the consequence of a complete globalisation of the capitalist system. There is a need to understand the way to intervene in a historical moment in which, as a reaction to global competition, inevitably a global resistance will emerge of which only some elements are visible.

IMPERIALIST EUROPE IS NOT THE ALTERNATIVE

 Even inside European borders global competition is creating a series of conflicts. But without recognising the imperialist character of the process of European unity, in some cases identifying with it or considering it an ally, a great part of the continental left not only does not give the appropriate solidarity to the movements in the south of the world, but does not adequately sustain even those present inside of United Europe.

Recently the secretary of the PRC Bertinotti has accused the third world intellectuals of hinder the conformation of the movements to the new interpretation of the world. Unfortunately this political culture, rooted in the intellectuals that continue to define themselves Marxist in Europe, risks to increase its hegemony in the left and on the new political generations. A parallel and coinciding reading of the social democratic “peacekeeping” gives Europe the role of managing crisis and govern conflicts better than the USA can do. But Europe and the hegemonic powers are ready, in the moment their interests are threatened, to bring out their claws, as what happened in the Ivory Coast demonstrates.

The process of European unification represents a great threat to the oppressed people of the world but also for those that are enclosed inside the continental borders. The Eu, to keep head of the US and other possible competitors, can only turn its aggressiveness towards European people: destroying the social system, reinforcing its army and building a unitary armed force, increasing the coercive apparatus etc..

REFORMING GLOBAL RESISTANCE

To defend an anti-imperialist point of view inside of Europe means to try and orientate the social and popular movements against the imperialist character of the continental pole. In Europe their is the lack of a unifying subject that can function as a knot of a virtual global “anti-imperialist network”, but a vast range of subjects exists that in different countries oppose the unification process: from the workers that fight against uncertain work and flexibility to the trade unions that go against the privatisation of social services, to the movements for the Basque and Irelands’ national liberation to the immigrants that fights for their rights.

The tentative to re-actualise, reorganise and reinforce anti-imperialism inside Europe has to concentrate on the co-ordination of all these entities and connect them to what is happening around the world, so the resistance movement in the other continents will be considered an ally and not an enemy by the European subaltern classes.

The defence of the countries and people that are attacked by imperialism and support to the resistance movements has to start to interact politically and concretely with the movements in Europe. This necessity has manifested itself evidently in the Mumbay forum as well as in the more recent Beirut forum, not by chance obscured by the “no-global” left. Otherwise the risk, as George W. Bush re-election demonstrates, is that the sections of the population that fear the consequences of the economic crisis of capitalism and of global war, will give their support to the reactionary forces, the only ones that are able to win in a global competition against the others. The lack of a strong opposition of the left to the European Constitution could lead a great part of public opinion towards the sciovinism of a Europe that want to be representative of civilisation and modernisation but that prepares itself to go against the people and the workers as an alternative of the US that uses the same instruments.

FOR AN ANTI-IMPERIALISM THAT IS UP TO THE CHALLENGE

There is an increasing need in our country and in Europe to unite subjects and forces that can start to reason and act unitedly on a class internationalist basis. There is the need to build a unitary structure, that integrates political collectives and individual persons, that is able to be a "laboratory for analysis" but also a centre for political and popular initiatives. A stable co-ordination of initiatives that tries to impose on the blue print of the no-global and the anti-war movements the contrast and denunciation of imperialism.

The refinement of the analysis has to be followed by a detailed spreading to all those who are in different organisations, creating a common project of work that uses the adequate means to act correctly (internet web, thematic notebooks, an organised network that promotes meetings, counter-information, audio-visual documentation, cultural and political formation).

The objective of the "global resistance project" is to confront the positions that intend to demonise the resistance movements in the areas of crisis to de-legitimise the radical pushes of the social movements in Europe. The development of the Iraqi resistance has until now avoided that Washington's war machine could hit other countries and people. An increasing strengthening of the Iraqi and Palestinian peoples self-determination fight represents in the near future the minimum condition for the clogging of the preventive war mechanism and for the launch in a global scale of the resistance of the people against imperialism.
