First of all I would like to express our revolutionary greetings to all participants on behalf of the Communist Party of Nepal (ML). The king’s military coup of 1st February, 2005 brought the people’s fundamental rights to the end and our party also was a victim of the armed interference to the political parties and is still victimized. Though General secretary of the our Party is released after a long arrest, dozens of PBM and CCM are still in military custody. As it is necessary to give the forward-going way out to the highly flourished contradictions for centuries-long in Nepalese society as well as to launch a historical people’s movement against the evil attempt of despotic king Gyanendra to push the country back to the medieval age, our respected General Secretary is busy in political consultations with different political parties to firm a strong UNITED FRONT. Due to the political turmoil situation of Nepal and our historical response to effort the decisive people’s movement we could not prepare our papers according to the theme of this historic seminar. We apologize for it and finally I want to express to all comrades that I am just participating to introduce our Party in this seminar.

CPN(M-L) is a political party of the proletariats of Nepal, which was established as Communist Party of Nepal in  April 22,1949 AD. After the great split in the 60's due to national and international ideological as well as political factors, CPN(M-L) was established in Dec26,1978. After the unification of many party-groups, it became CPN(Unified M-L) in 1991. After another split in CPN(UM-L) in Feb. 1998 caused by  serious ideological and political differences, CPN(M-L) was reestablished. Reestablished CPN(M-L) has survived serious defeat in the parliamentary elections held in 1999 and another great setback in Feb.2002 resulted by the defection of many cadres. It has been reorganizing itself ideologically, politically and organizationally since then.

 Marxism-Leninism and the contextual portions of Mao thought are the guiding ideology of the Party.

Nepal is a semi-feudal and semi-colonial country and the society is in the stage of democratic revolution. Proletarian Socialism and Communism are the maximum programme and People's Democracy is the minimum programme of the Party. It accepts the existence of imperialism and proletarian revolution in the present day world. Establishment of People's Republic is the strategic goal and to attain more democratic change in the Nepalese society in comparison with the political change of 1990,through people's struggle is the immediate tactics of the party. Though the Party criticizes the ultra-left opportunism of the nine-year-old armed struggle waged in the name of 'people's war' by the Communist Party of Nepal (Maoist), it recognizes the political nature of the armed movement. The armed movement is not a terrorist one. As the present international situation is not favorable for its successful victory, it must be provided a progressive political way-out and must not be tried to crush militarily.  CPN(M-L) has been constantly opposing the royal coup(Feb.1,2005) and its political regression since Oct .4,2003 and advocating for  cease-fire and dialogue among the concerned parties and people's peaceful movement for a progressive way-out of the situation.

After the collapse of hegemonist super-power Soviet Union and its dependent 'socialist countries’, the super-power imperialist USA has been trying in vain, to revolve the world around its pole. The world has been going multi-polar. Peoples of all lands, under-developed and developing countries, socialist countries and even the developed countries which are being bullied by the super-power must fight against it. The world peoples should unite against imperialism and its anti-people, anti-peace and anti-progress policies.

At present, Nepalese people has been struggling against royal coup, active monarchy, autocratic rule and repressive regime and the ongoing-armed struggle between the regressive rightist and the ultra-leftist forces. The lifting of emergency rule in the evening of April 29,005 seems designed only to hoodwink the world public opinion, as all other repressive actions taken since royal coup have been kept intact - no release of political prisoners, no press freedom and no civil liberties till today.

Nepalese people's struggles for people's sovereignty, for installation of more-viable-democracy and peace and for the progressive change of the society deserve the attention, sympathy, support and solidarity of the great International Seminar-2005!
