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1. The Youths, what they are:-

1.1 Fully ripe and fresh fruits of their age, youths are the driving forces of action in all ages. More so, they are the ones on whom we pin our hopes and aspirations. Every epoch disserves claims regarding the energy and action from its youths for social change. Now we are struggling for building a society free from inequality, exploitation and backwardness. And our task is not an easy one. In this gargantuan task youths have to play a substantial role. Our successes or failures depend on how we get our youths educated, energized and valorized. 

1.2 Com. Lenin has explicitly remarked, "Accomplishment of this task (ie, building a culture leading to the establishment of communist, exploitationless society) necessitates such a new generation as has begun to transform itself into a fully conscious, disciplined and able fighter in its fierce battle against the bourgeoisie. This young generation has taken upon itself the task of disciplining the true communists. Hence, it (ie. the new generation) has to bring each step of its own education, and discipline, etc under the purview of this struggle." Similarly, Com Mao has also said, "This world belongs to you, it belongs to us too. Yet, in the long run, it belongs to you".

Bygone are the days of Lenin and Mao. But these dicta spelled out by them remain as true today as they were then. It needs, therefore, to say no more regarding the significance of our youths' role in social dynamics. 

2. Current situation regarding our works in the integration of youths - 

2.1    The prowess and importance of our youths mentioned above, what actually is the situation now? The answer is not so easy; and we have no cause to be self-complacent. We should not hesitate to say that the situation is a little bit far from being satisfactory. Where the blame lies is a separate question. But the bare fact is what it is. Let us cast a brief glance over the situation with reference to Nepal, the Third World and the rest of the world. 

2.2 Nepal - 

2.2.1. Nepalese youths have been self-conscious, willing to get organized in an unprecented way. Be it the historic People's Movement of 1990, the April 2006 movement, popularly known as 'The people's movement -2', or those preceding them, the part played by them is really commendable. Yet, the guidance and orientations give to them by the concerned political parties are far from being satisfactory. Many a student and other section of the youth has laid down their precious lives and comforts for the cause of terminating feudal oppression and ushering in democracy and progressive society. Conceived with aspirations for changing their country and the world, they are usually organized in the forms of sister organization of political parties, most of whom, as stated above, have utterly failed to give them proper directions. The youth organization affiliated to our party is the 'Unified Youth League, Nepal'. Experience has made us have the opinion that it is not enough. By a special decision made by the Seventh National Congress of Unity, We have come to the conclusion of constituting a separate youth wing of the party, which will be specially educated, trained and made militant. We are now working on that line. Other parties: Communist Party of Nepal - Unified Marxist Leninist (CPN-UML) and the Unified Communist Party of Nepal-Maoist                (UCPN-M) have already formed such affiliates. But they                           UNCPN - M's affiliate 'Young Communist League' (YCL) and CPN-UML's affiliate 'Youth Force' (UF) have turned into stray organizations, being engaged in various acts of impunity, such as extortions, mutual killings and feuds, instead of raising political awareness and service-oriented works. 

2.2.2. A point of special note is that in our context, youths (between 18 and 40 in age) are in a majority of our total population. Our problems regarding the integration of the youth are multiple. The worst among them is extreme poverty and unemployment. Fledgling industry is in a state of collapse due primarily to the lack of prospective visions of major political parties, including the above mentioned UCPN-M and CPN-UML. The interests of Indian Expansionism do naturally pour water to douse our industry. Agriculture, our traditional economic way, is also deteriorating day in day out. Owing to this obvious reason, tens of thousands of our youths are leaving the country every year in search of jobs in India and oversea countries. They have become a diaspora languishing under very inhospital conditions in Arab counties, even in Iraq and Afghanistan. Some others are misused either by political parties, as has already been mentioned above, or in some illicit trades and trafficking. Launching effective mass campaigns regarding such defects and making our youths militant for just causes and purposes are our main priorities. Our party is paying special attention to this. 

2.3  
The Third World, including South Asia.

Nepal being a case in point, conditions in other Third World countries are not  substantially any better, though they certainly vary in degree. Consequent to the failure of socialist regimes and of the dominance of imperialism's global financial control, Third World youths are getting more and more displaced and disoriented, turning their backs on their own national problems. This is a phenomenon that stands as a stumbling block on our path. Besides, communist and workers' parties are divided and faction-ridden more one petty issues. In this way, even in an individual country, one party counters an other for no substantial cause, thus confusing, misrepresenting and misleading their youths. Most communist or workers' parties have willingly fallen victim of useless wrangling or doctrinal deviations. Against this backdrop, we need to apply adequate efforts for narrowing down our differences; or if not so, creating congenial atmosphere for working together among the youth. 

2.4 Global context: 

2.4.1 For the advanced countries and for a few socialist countries in a varying degree, slightly different conditions are in the offing. This is not to say that communist or workers' parties hare are in an advantageous condition. This is only to say that orienting, grouping and educating the youth here seems relatively more convenient. The atmosphere here is better or less harsh. The more specific problem among the youth hare, we suppose, is excessive professionalization or their response to the lures and temptations of the corporate masters. NGOs and INGos are the role players of capitalist tentacles in this global drama. The coloured population here (ie. non-whites/non-Europeans) are the non-territorial Third World, sharing the common features. The RECESSION that has haunted us unexpectedly has created a state of topsy-turvy or a tsunami in the lives of the working people, producing a CREDIT ISNOMNIA among the youth. It is, therefore, not a thing for us to rejoice. Even so, it is a great threat to the grand design of the capitalist financial engineering. The responsibility/ accountability lies not on the suffering destitutes, but definitely on the capitalist arrangement. Surely, this has to be explained and disseminated in the way capitalism has alienated man himself from the product of his labour. The prophesy of Karl Marx," The bourgeoisie will remember my carbuncles until their dying day."  is all its way traumatizing the bourgeoisie

2.4.2 Youths of the world today are equipped with sufficient scientific/technical knowledge, trying with which to ameliorate their lives. They have had to sell their skills for the benefit of the monopoly corporate masters, who wring their profits from the surplus labour. What remains imbalanced with the youths' skills is that they lack adequate knowledge in the field of social science. The so called postmodern theories of different hues and colours have spread various misleading concepts / hypotheses, such as 'the end of history, of ideology, of theory', 'commodity fetishism' , or 'irrelevancy of Marxism', and so on and so forth. They have thus posed some serious challenges to refute which we need to do more and harder works,  particularly, of course, among our youths. 

3.    A re/sume/, as it were, in capsule

3.1.1 Not sufficient work seems to have been done to educate the youth on Marxist Leninist theories/principles. Practical and efficient ways have to be arranged to do this job, thereby orienting and developing the youth into a militant force. May we suggest that plans and schemes be worked out for arranging international and regional youth conferences/ associations? Any one of us may take some assignment for convening such forums. Yet, for various reasons - economic, political, geographical etc., this may be relatively more convenient for you European parties/comrades here. If the Workers' party of Belgium has been sponsoring this International Seminar every year, why not some other comrades /parties, in similar condition, opt to take an initiative in the youth sector? 

3.1.2 We can, as well, make an appeal to all communists and workers and their parties calling upon them to work out ways for minimum common programmes in respect of works among the youth. 

3.3  Let us, may we say, explore and search better atmosphere and thus make specific arrangements for educating our youths giving special attention to those coming from the working classless, oppressed communities which we in Nepal call 'dalits', and other disadvantaged or deprived groups. Solidarity groups /organizations (among the youth) be formed in support of just movements and struggles round the globe. 

3.4 Last, but not the least, let us also make an earnest appeal, on behalf of this Seminar, to the young generation the world over, calling their precious attention to the necessity of striving ahead for building a new progressive world for themselves.
