Dear Comrades,

It is a pleasure for me to be among you here to convey the greetings of our party and all our comrades and cadres to the conference. 

First of all, greetings from the Secretary-General of the Popular Front for the Liberation of Palestine, the comrade Ahmad Saadat, detained in prison by the occupation after an illegitimate trial and an unjust sentence. In this way, the Occupation is putting the resistance and its symbols on trial.

This gathering is an opportunity to affirm our solidarity with the struggle of our comrades through various forms of political and media pressure. We call for the release of our Secretary General and of all the Palestinian prisoners. More than 11.000 prisoners are detained in the occupation prisons under immoral and inhuman circumstances.

Your conference coincides with a painful period which the Palestinian people have been living through since 61 years, that is the “nakba” of the Palestinian people and the ethnic cleansing committed by the Zionist movement- with support of the colonial powers- against our Palestinian people both in exile and in the camps in the ugliest expulsion operation in history. Ever since this operation, our people continue to struggle and makes sacrifices to hold on to their legitimate historical rights. Our people shall never bent for the Zionist oppression and occupation which threatens us to the extent of genocide as was recently the case in Gaza; it reinforced his occupation in the West Bank and crowned it with the arrival of a purely racist government in power in Israel. 

On this occasion, we demand a political stance that shall reiterate condemnation of the Israeli aggressive and racist practices, cessation of settlements, removal of the racist wall and to end all forms of siege against Gaza and the Palestinian Bank and to achieve the goals of our peoples’ legitimate struggle and resistance: the right of self determination, the right of return, the establishment of the independent Palestinian State with Jerusalem as its capital. 

We consider our struggle to be part of the common struggle for a unified, socialist democratic Arab society.

The global economic crisis of the capitalist regime cannot be seen as a financial or housing crisis; it is no longer restricted to the financial or banking sector but it is the crisis of the economic and industrial capital. 

The whole world is suffering from the consequences of this crisis and it would be wishful thinking to presume that the crisis could lead to a total collapse of the capitalist regime or, on the contrary, believe in the ability of the American and European powers to get out of the crisis quickly.

The crisis represents a historical turning point; it proves the failure of the new liberal ideology and helps in rocking the foundation of the unilateral global capitalism. The era of cultural, economical and political hegemony on the side-line countries is on its way to disappear, generally speaking in Asia and Latin America, and to a lesser degree in the Arab world.

It is an opportunity for the entire European left to take advantage of this situation to revive the domestic and international class – and democratic struggle for the victory of socialism.

In the Arab world, the trend shows a decline of the official Arab regimes, which are on the edge of collapse. Underdevelopment is rising due to bureaucratist and compradorist subordination, which leads to correlating with imperialism and normalization with the Israeli state (the base of imperialism in our country). This will have a negative impact on the entire Arab world's political situation.

What explains the tendency towards submission and the policy of gradual decline in Arab rights is the deepening of the economical subordination, restraining development and progress and confiscating the future of the people in the region. 

The logic of political submission and begging, which reflected itself in the delusional reality of the Palestinian authority, is nothing but one of the consequences of this subordination, which shows the extent of the negative foreign interference in the Palestinian reality, including the so-called Quartet conditions, the Road Map and the pressure of the donor countries, which are obstructing the establishment of a Palestinian national unity that would unify the resistance and struggle of the Palestinian people and enforces the consolidation of a political regime.

The Palestinian People will revive the Palestinian Liberation Organization as a national liberation movement that is based on the different colours of the Palestinian ideologies and politics,  and unifies the resources and strength of the people towards reconstruction and liberation.

In this framework, the Palestinian people resists and continues his struggle. The left and the Front are suffering from siege to cut back of resources, prosecution and detention. That is why we ask all the European left parties to actually show solidarity with the Popular Front for the Liberation of  Palestine by putting political pressure in each country towards the European Parliament to remove its name of the Europe's version of the so-called Amercan “terror list”.

Your effective participation within the frame of solidarity with our people and its national rights and your fight against capitalistic globalization along with the rest of the international left parties urges us to call upon all the left forces with all its colours and diversity to discuss its future as a unified frame in its countries, paving the way for the formation of the International European frame which can be the solid stone to lead a serious dialogue that will set the foundation for a revolutionary alternative, a contradictory, revolutionary, international, modern and humane  globalization based on social and political ideology that would take into account the particularity of the peoples and parties and take into consideration the geographical, political and economical conditions.

Together for the freedom of our people and victory of our cause.
