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At the beginning I convey to you the greetings of comrade Wissal Farha Bakdash the general secretary of the Central Committee of the Syrian Communist Party, and greetings of the leadership of the party to the leadership of the Workers Party of Belgium for their invitation to this important seminar, especially in these difficult circumstances of the world.

Known to all of us, that the eleventh international meeting of communist and worker parties, which was held in New Delhi, from 20 to 22 November 2009, had discussed the topics: the crisis of international capitalism, and the struggle of peoples and workers, and alternatives, and the role of the communist movement, and the movement of the working class.

And our party contributed - as most of the fraternal parties, depending on the analysis of the Marxist - Leninist, which was derived from the core of Marxism — Leninism theory, in the formulation of conclusions, which was still necessary to illuminate them, to different considerations, foremost of which were issued in the important historical document which is known as the “Delhi Declaration”, namely:

Assert that the international economic downturn that has happened is a structural crisis of capitalism which shows the main contradiction between social class of production and capitalist private property. This contradiction is not negotiable for a solution, which is in essence a contradiction between labor and capital.

The declaration also emphasized that the current crisis, may be more severe and extensive since the Great Depression in the world in 1929, and imperialism is leading an unprecedented attack on the rights of the working class and the masses, accompanied by anti-communist propaganda.

And it does need to launch our energies, not only to protect our rights, but in order to obtain new rights. Not to win some rights, but to deprive capital of its power, in order to defeat the power of capital, leading to political alternative “Socialism”.

It was also stressed that the Communists, are the only ones who are capable of leading this counter-attack to achieve the brilliant victory.

In order to deepen our analysis of the crisis, we must always proceed from the fact as pointed out by Marx and Engels, when they affirmed that: "It does not matter what is produced, but how is produced", in spite of our diagnosis of the crisis as periodical overproduction crisis, that it is a result of the main contradiction of capitalism as Marx indicated in the mid-nineteenth century, which is, in fact, certainly, a contradiction between labor and capital.

We believe in our party, that the fact that the economic crisis of capitalism is a periodical crisis, does not deny the role of the economic liberalism in it, which have been followed since the beginning of eighties of the last century, with an increase of an intensification of the crisis. But this does not mean that the methods of liberalism, is the cause of this crisis.

In an analytical study of our party economist, saw contrary to what others see that the crisis of 1 929- 1 933 was greater than the current crisis. Of course, we do not mean in absolute terms. There was a difference in the development of productive forces, but relatively. Of course, we should not forget that the current crisis is still in the beginning. Some of this information suggests that:

During the Great Depression of the periodic crisis 1929-1933, two factors were intertwined: the new contradiction between the development of productive forces and relations of production combined with absolute liberalism and accompanied speculation. So at that stage the industrial production declined in the U.S. by 46% and this has never happened so far, in Britain by 24% and in Germany by 41% and in France 32%. As stock prices, declined slightly in the U.S. by 87% and this also has not happened so far in the current crisis, Dow Jones, declined from eleven thousand points up to seven thousand one hundred points, with about 40% and did not reach 87%. During the crisis of1929-1933 the stock market index fell in UK by 48% in Germany by 64% and in France by 60%, the volume of unemployment in that period reached to 30 million unemployed in the capitalist countries, including 14 million in the United States of America.

So up till now, the crisis of 1929 is still more intense than the current crisis.

Before the crisis of 1929-1933 thinkers of the bourgeoisie thought that capitalism has entered its golden age and this made the crisis itself to be a shock. It was clear that liberalism does not serve the interests of capitalism. So they adopted the theory of "Keynesian", which calls for

the reduction of the greed of monopolies, which was implemented by President Roosevelt, who was reelected for four times, through which he applied the stages of the big interventionist role of the state in the area of production, while this did not exist before in the United States of America.

So then all the imperialist centers had adopted the concept of a more interventionist role of the state. So we could see at that time two cases:

either the arrival of liberalism by its different forms, including democratic socialism, or the arrival of an extremist totalitarian repressive regimes, like fascism.

But after the victory of the Soviet Union in World War 11, it was clearly demonstrated the superiority of the socialist system to capitalism, where the vacuum was increased inside these countries, except the United States of America, which benefited from the war, and was producing 57% of the total production of the capitalist world.

Therefore Keynesian was accepted in capitalist regimes in Europe, which adopted social participation, to hide the greed and the exploitation of their systems as means to fight communism, all this necessitated the communist parties especially in Western Europe to be in the first lines of resistance, where it made enormous sacrifices of thousands of martyrs, as happened in France, Italy and Britain ... Etc.. But the retreat of state capitalism, and the decline in the capitalist profit, which was attributed by thinkers of capitalism to Keynesian and this led to a its decline and to return to the savage liberalism, which was the main backer in the early eighties of the last century, the role of science at the stage of the arms race.

But soon the crisis of capitalism began to intensify between 1985- 1986. Where in the words of Brzezinski, the money of the Arabs which was invested in the West (Saudi Arabia up to 220 billion dollars, and Kuwait 80 billion dollars), except the rest of the Gulf countries had a major role in overcoming the system of socialist countries which were looted after the collapse of the Soviet Union, to play an additional important role to the recovery of the capitalist world as a whole.

But careening is back again, and was manifested in a wave of major bankruptcies in the economies of Mexico and Argentina, then the collapse of the so-called Asian Tigers, then the bankruptcy of Russia and the socialist countries.

So the crisis became closer to the main centers of capitalism, which was supposed to break out in 2000-200 1, which was postponed by the events of 1 1 /9/200 1, where a war hysteria and aggression nature of capitalism had begun by the attack on Afghanistan and then Iraq, which led to temporary revival in the international imperialist centers.

But this artificial recovery, benefited from the huge monopolies such as the military-industrial complex. While crumbs went to the aristocracy of working class and to the middle class at the centers of capitalist countries. Here the famous quotation of Lenin: “that in certain circumstances, it is possible for full nations to become imperialist nations”.

In such circumstances, the scandals of Bush and Blair have been overlooked. And they were reelected, while they fed their peoples from the comprehensive looting of the world peoples.

But the mentioned artificial recovery led to the recovery of the real estate sector, which in tum led at the end of2007-2008, to disturbance of the production of the capitalist world, through the categories of the primary beneficiaries of the recovery of the real estate sector of the middle class, and major factory workers who sent their money to purchase houses and real estate.

Therefore, the first aspects of the crisis were seen in the mortgage crisis.

It is not a matter of pride and modesty, to say that our party, who based on scientific theory in monitoring the vibrations, and the evolution of the crisis since its inception, was a pioneer in the analysis of the advent of the crisis, reaching a diagnosis at a meeting of the Central Committee of 5/10/2007 to point out that the crisis will not stop at the real estate sector, but it will go into the banking sector . . .Etc..

Since the end of 2007, we have seen that the crisis took a classic form, as expressed by Karl Marx, starting with speculation sector then the financial sector and finally the productive sector. The latter is the true essence of the crisis

As for developments in the crisis, they are many and rapid as we know, and the governments and the capitalist thinkers try to overcome the crisis and reduce its impact at the same time, that the capital always seek to the upper limit ofprofit and it tramples anything and everything to achieve its goal, as according to Delhi Declaration, but all these efforts did not help so far  capitalism out of its impasse.

That Marx and Engels said something very important, that:

"revolutionary action comes only after the crisis, and not with the crisis".With the possibility of dropping any existing political system.

Lenin developed this idea, saying: "that capitalism can find a way out of any crisis, ifthere is no force that can cause falling of this capitalism" and these forces are the communist parties.

We in the Party say - quite frankly -, that the communist parties which are intended, especially in the present time are the Marxist - Leninist communist parties, fixed on the principle that had not been penetrated ideologically and organizationally, and thus politically, and which were rejected and refused to co-exist with opportunism and revisionism.

These parties can boost its struggles, and raise its young on the revolutionary ideals, in preparation for the revolutionary zero hour. It will be the same parties that will stay in the way of Democratic Socialist parties, which are used by liberalism as sedatives in the face of the dreams of the people, to return to the ideals of socialism and the sovereign right to achieve justice and true freedom, and a decent life for the peoples of the earth.

We have brought up in our party on our partys historic leader saying Khaled Bakdash: "who does not love the struggle should not come to our party because the Syrian Communist Party is the party of class struggle".

The whole world is doomed now with the crisis of international capitalism and its consequences, which disappearance is historical inevitability. The manifestations of these effects vary from one region to another.

In our region, Israel the Zionist forms the center of aggression and tension, which its expansionist tendency increased more because of the international economic crisis. At the same time when the supporters of neo-liberalism try to apply their policies, despite the successive defeats. Based on honest and accurate Marxist - Leninist compass, our party could always monitor what is happening on the international arena of reading lessons and consequences of the crisis, and to take lessons, because it is the duty of Marxist to read the situation as it is and to draw the right policies.

The class struggle is intensifying in our region; our task is to strengthen the national steadfastness of our country Syrian, to struggle assertively and consistently for the consolidation of state capitalism in this particular

stage, for the benefit of the working class and the Syrian peasant masses. This position of our party and other national forces is forming an obstacle in the way of the liberal bourgeoisie to reach its goals. This prevented the collapse of the Syrian economy by the crisis, because of maintaining the interventionist role of the state, and the continuity of the existence of the state sector, the banking sector, although the battle is continuous and intense.

We are convinced in our party that we are doing our patriotic and internationalist duty in maintaining the regime in Syria, as well as the National Progressive Front, which, since the early eighties of the last century has played - and remains - a key role in maintaining our steadfast in the face of machinations of imperialism and Zionism and reactionary forces, and forming a unique national steadfastness in the heart of the Arab region.

The pressures on Syria are increasing by Israel and the U.S. administration, because of the role of Syria in the obstruction their projects and schemes.

The solidarity with Syria in these days is an important internationalist position and necessary to prevent any aggression against Syria or the region in general.
