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Resolution of Solidarity with Cuba


The participants of the 20th International Communist Seminar held in Brussels, Belgium, from 13 to 15 May 2011, express their solidarity with the heroic Cuban people in its struggle for the construction of socialism, facing a voracious and aggressive empire.

At the same time, we express our support for the Communist Party of Cuba, which now has the historical responsibility to lead the process of actualization of socialism in its country. In this context, we recognize the essential role of the recently concluded 6th Congress of the CP of Cuba, tracing the guidelines for the economic and social development of the nation, after an exemplary exercise of socialist democracy.

The participants in the Seminar call on US President Barack Obama to put an end to the criminal and unjust economic, commercial and financial blockade imposed by the United States on the island since more than half a century. This constitutes an act of genocide and a violation of international law and of the human rights of the Cuban people, and has repeatedly been rejected by the international community by means of 18 UN resolutions.
