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On the Anti Communism of the Russian authorities

We participants of the International Communist Seminar held on 13-15th of May 2011 in Brussels, adopt the following declaration regarding the situation in the Russian Federation

We  strongly condemn the policy of anti-communism and anti-sovietism conducted by the authorities of the Russian Federation. It is a disgrace that they are engaged in a struggle against  Soviet symbols, that they attempt to blacken the history and the achievements of the Soviet Union, and that they have begun propaganda campaign around the so-called destalinisation of our society.

The Working group of the Council of  civil society development for human rights at the office of the Russian President,  which is being led by extremely anti-soviet forces, has called for the reburial of Vladimir Ilich Lenin, for the complete renaming of streets and other places that are named after the revolutionaries and Soviet activists and even for the dismissal of  state employees (civil servants) of any rank for their public denial or justification of the so-called ¨crimes of the totalitarian regime¨.

In defiance of the Declaration of Human Rights, of the European Convention on protection of human rights and fundamental freedoms, as well as of the Constitution of the Russian Federation many citizens of the Russian Federation are deprived of the right to form unions in order to defend their interests as well as the right to elect and to be elected into the organs of  the state power at both national and local levels.

For example, on April the 6th 2011 the Russian Ministry of Justice for the 5th time has refused to register the political party the Russian United Labour Front (Rot Front). And every time the authorities use new excuses for such a refusal. While in the beginning the Ministry of Justice had introduced some demands  linked to the law ¨On political parties¨ technicalities of the documents prepared by our party that unites in its ranks 58.000 members, now the same Ministry states openly that they will not accept the name of our party and its symbols.

The Ministry of Justice is of the opinion that the emblem of our party – a clenched fist in front of a star that is considered in the whole world as a symbol of anti-fascism – in Russia it symbolizes the struggle against the current regime, which can be interpreted as a symbol of extremism. It is also against the use by Rot Front – a party of workers and farmers – of the symbols of the USSR: the red flag with star, hammer and sickle.

After such declarations made by the Ministry of Justice of the Russian Federation it becomes clear that the real reason  of its refusal to register our political party, the Russian United Labour Front is a political one and is based on our class position, in our aim to involve in political activities broad masses of the working people.

We, the participants of this seminar, declare: ¨Hands off Lenin and his Mausoleum! Lenin belongs to the whole of mankind!¨

We strongly support the struggle of the Russian communists against the policy of anti-communism  and anti-sovietism under the cover  of the so-called destalinisation of  Russian society, for general political rights and freedoms for the people, and for democracy for all, not just for the rich.

We strongly protest against the attempts of the Russian authorities to deprive Russian citizens of the right to form political unions and to participate in elections to the state organs of power. We demand to put the end  to refusals to register our political party, the ¨Russian United Labour Front¨

Shame on the Russian authorities for these anti-democratic, police-state measures!
